(MRFs allow the Kiwanians to review a club’s activity—note that a sponsoring Kiwanis club should be receiving these MRFs. The sponsoring Kiwanis club supports their Key Club monetarily and professionally.  These people have volunteered their time to support their local Key Club(s).  We should not recluse these important people.  


(MRFs allow the district officer review a club’s activity---if a club is about to die out or has member motivation dilemmas, how are we suppose to be knowledgeable without the MRFs? MRFs also allow each club to give suggestions to the district board.  Maybe the clubs need ideas for projects relevant to CMN.  They can post their questions on the MRFs.   The district board is always available to help out if there are information on the MRFs that convey weak member attendances at club meetings.


(MRFs are part of the foundations that organization is built on.  It is a chance for the club to recap and review their goals for the weeks, months, etc.  This is in hope that they will be able to measure their success and failures.  In turn they are able to help train the next year’s board towards positive directions.


(Members of the club use their best judgment to vote for their new club officers.  These new club officers are voted on a contract.  These contracts hold the mission statements and obligations of the officer.  It is one of the minimum duties of a club secretary is to fill out an MRF.  If anyone has any problems with the MRF system of our district, please have them contact me personally by email.
